Item 7 - Other development consultations
Application to modify the definitive map of Rights of Way in Weymouth (four documents attached)

The definitive map and statement is the legal record for public rights of way. An application has been made to modify the definitive map and statement of rights of way in the Weymouth area. The effect of the application, if successful, will be to alter Dorset Council’s record of public rights of way by adding a footpath in the Weymouth Town Council area.
Item 8 – Traffic Calming and Parking Restriction Requests from The Public
Councillors are asked to consider adopting a provisional policy for the consideration of such matters. 
Officers suggest that Councillors agree that requests must be made in writing (email is encouraged) and will only be considered if supported by 10 named residents over the age of 18, directly affected by the requested measures. For suggested speed tables or bumps etc, these should include the residents who live closest to the site of the tables or bumps. For double yellow lines and other parking restrictions, the 10 should include people who live on the section of road to be affected.
Written requests should detail the names, addresses and contact details of the supporters, in a similar style to a traditional petition.

Written requests must also be accompanied by the name of at least one of the local ward Town Councillors who already supports the proposal.

Requests without the required level of support will be returned to the requester detailing the additional information needed.

Recommendation:
That Councillors agree the above policy as an interim measure pending a full policy being brought to a future Finance and Governance meeting.
