Dorset Council officers strongly recommend that WTC’s emerging policy on the assessment of requests to this Committee regarding traffic calming include the stipulation that for speed related requests, local residents are requested to operate a community speed watch for a minimum of 6 months prior to any request being made. Community speed watch is a proven way for the community to address local speeding issues and can bring about tangible changes in driver behaviour.
