Deed of Covenant:  a deed of covenant in favour of the Transferor containing covenants in the same terms as those given by the Transferee in clauses 11.2, 11.3, 11.4 and 11.6              of this transfer with such minor modifications as the Transferor may reasonably approve.
Disposal:  the transfer of a freehold interest in the whole or any part of the Property or the grant or assignment of a lease of the whole or any part of the Property, whether or not for valuable consideration (except for lettings of single allotments).

Obligations: the obligations to bear a fair proportion of the costs of maintenance repair and renewal of the adjoining accessway according to use  contained in 
(i) a Transfer made 31 July 2006 between Edward Albert Whettam, Mary Elizabeth Cake and Susan Valerie Thornton (1) and Southdown Farm Limited (2) , and  

(ii) a Transfer made 17 July 2019 between Susan Valerie Thornton, Edward Albert Whettam and Mary Elizabeth Farrar (1) and Dorset Council (2).

Either party may take action against, or release or compromise the liability of, any one of those persons or grant time or other indulgence to any one of them without affecting the liability of any other of them.

11.1.10 The disposition effected by this transfer is subject to:

(b) any matters discoverable by inspection of the Property before the date of this transfer;

11.2 User Covenants on the part of the Transferee

11.4  Indemnity Covenant
